• The Playhouse Workshop will provide a morning snack only for the FULL-DAY and 

HALF-DAY Camps.

Learning journeys 

As part of our holiday camp curriculum, we will organise a cross-disciplinary learning 
journey to a park to enhance the children’s learning. The park will be based on the venue 
where the camp is to be held. Upon successful enrolment, The Playhouse Workshop will 
supply all parents/guardians with all the important details as part of a consent form which 
the latter will have to complete.

We will give 
you at least a week’s notice for location/venue changes.

2 - PRICING 

Class and Camp pricing 

Our fees are payable in as reflected in the respective programmes.  

Fees are regularly published on The Playhouse Workshop’s website 

Early bird payments & Refunds, See section 3.  

All guideless as mentioned in section 3.1 apply for Early Bird payments. 

Registration Fees 

All listed fees and charges are quoted as one lump sum.  No additional; registration fee is 
required. 

3 - PAYMENT AND REFUNDS 

You will be billed via email to nominated address on the registration form. 

In the event that payment is not made by the due date, your registration is forfeited. You 
may not be able to re-register should the spot be filled. 

Refunds are determined due to eligibility. 

All payments are to be made via PayNow or internet banking only. In the case of a refund, 
we will make our best effort to process refunds within 3 business days. 

3.1 Eligibility of a Refund  

1. A FULL refund (100% of paid fee) will be processed with a valid reason for 
withdrawal and if requested 21 days prior to the commencement of the enrolled 
camp date.  

2. A HALF refund ( 50% of paid fee) will be processed with a valid reason for 
withdrawal and if requested 14 days prior to the commencement of the enrolled 
camp date.  



 

 

3. A requested for Camp fees will NOT be entertained if made in less than 13 days from 
the start of the camp date. NO refund will be available regardless of reason for 
withdrawal unless otherwise stated. 

4. No refund or partial refund is available should a child not attend or miss part of a day 
for any other reason.  

4 - ATTENDANCE 

While our policy aims to be flexible, The Playhouse Workshop cannot consider changes in 
your child’s school or personal commitments as a cause for a make-up day/session. 

Should your child miss a day or part thereof, no refund or make-up day will be available. 

Only participants who have registered and made full payment by due date are allowed to 
attend any programme.
